Berth Usage Limits

Woodchip Berth: A private wharf operated by South East Fibre Max LOA: 230m
Exports Pty Ltd and located at Jews Head. Max draft: 11.0m
Used for loading woodchips only. Loading rate: 1,200 mt/hr
It consists of a T head jetty with centre
loading point and five dolphins.
Vessels run mooring lines to a four (4) buoy
mooring pattern and must shift under the
fixed loading arm.

Multi-Purpose Located in East Boyd Bay. Used principally for Max LOA: 185m
(Navy) Wharf: logs, containers, general cargo and naval
operations. Max draft: 10.5m

A madern, concrete decked wharf with a face
length of 200m and width of 30m.

The wharf is licensed to handle Class 1
Dangerous Goods (explosives) up to a
quantity of 30mt NEQ.

A hard stand storage yard of 8 hectares is
located nearby.

Breakwater Wharf: Located in Snug Cove. Suitable for smaller
ships and principally used by AHT&S vessels
for general cargo and bunkering.

Fended, concrete wharf of length 105m, depth
8.5m at the outer end, and at 3.0m at the
inner end.

Cargo Storage Facilities

An 8 hectare, uncovered, hard stand storage area is located adjacent to the Multi-
Purpose (Navy) Wharf. The area is securely fenced and available for short term use.

Cruise Ship Facilities

The port has handled international cruise ships up to 1,800 passenger capacity. Both:
the Multi-Purpose Wharf and Inner Anchorage (via tender) are suitable to cater to
visits.
